Although all election affidavits
are (already) referred to CBDT for
verification, lately, several com-
plaints of candidates lying in
their affidavits have come to our
notice... EC cannot be a mute
spectator. So it was decided by
the Commission thatif there is a
prima facie case of suppression
of information regarding assets
or liabilities or criminal an-
tecedents, then we should send
itto therespective (investigating)
agencies for timebound investi-

But the complainant will
have to give us evidence. It should
not be a frivolous complaint.

So this means the EC will not
hesitate to go to court in case
of false affidavits?

The case of falsifying an affi-
davit will bestronger (if ECisin-
volved). There will be an inves-
tigation, and evidence willbe on
file. The RO (Returning Officer)
who will file the complaint will
also go to court with evidence.
But this doesn't restrict the third
party from going to court.

You arethe EC's nominee to
the Delimitation
Commission for J&K. What is
the status of the delimitation
process?

We have had three meetings
under the chairmanship of for-
mer Supreme Court judge
Ranjana Prakash Desai. We had
sought (2011) census data from
the Registrar General of India
based on which the delimitation
will be done. On receiving that
information, we have now asked
the respective state election
commissioners and chief elec-
toral officers to map the census
dataagainst each administrative
unit (panchayats, blocks, tehsil
etc)byJuly 31.

We will be able to complete
the delimitation task within the
(year's) deadline.

Is the EC worried that the
Covid-19 outbreak will affect
the Bihar election turnout?

We don'twant the turnout to
come down. We will make spe-
cial efforts to ensure thatit does-
n't. In Bihar, we have 72,000
polling stations, but we have de-
cided to reduce the voters at
each polling station to 1,000 as
against 1,600, to ensure social
distancing. So we will have to
add 30,000 polling stations. We
have also extended the facility of
postal ballots to Covid patients
and suspected cases. We had
written to the Law Ministry that
all persons above the age of 65
and those infected with the virus
should be allowed to vote via
postal ballots. The Law Ministry
has agreed...

What about campaigning for
Bihar elections?

For voting, we will follow all
guidelines of the Health Ministry
and NDMA. Campaigning will
also have to follow Health and
NDMA guidelines. Parties will
have torely onvirtual rallies and
campaigning through social me-
dia. But the situation could
change closer to the date of poll.

MAHARASHTRA ON Monday
recorded 3,721 new Covid-19
cases, taking itsoverall tally to 135
lakh. While 113 deaths were
added to the toll, only 62 people
had succumed to the virus in the
last48 hours, health officials said.

Mumbai's toll increased to
3,737 onMonday after it recorded
66 more deaths. Of them, while
46 people had died before June 20,
therestsuccummed in thelast48
hours. The city recorded 1,098
new cases, taking its count to
67,586.

A 53-year-old constable
posted atthe protectionand secu-
rity branch of the police suc-
cumbed late Sunday. With this,
Mumbai Police haslost 33 person-
nel to the virus. While over 2,349
have tested positive,around 1,580
have recovered.

The police said the constable,

Pradip Kashid, was admitted at ]
hospital on June 17 aftter he
started showing symptoms of
Covid-19.“He tested positive,” said
an officer. He later went on tosuf-
fer from a severe breathing prob-
lem and was shifted to St George
hospital. “He was on the ventila-
tor,and died onSunday night,” the
officer added.

Neighbouring regions of
Mumbai, including Thane, Vasai,
Mira-Bhayander, Kalyan, Navi
Mumbai, Ulhasnagar and
Bhiwandi recorded 1,149 new
cases on Monday. Experts said
while Mumbai is consistently re-
porting around 1,000 cases, the
case load is also rising in its sub-
urban areas.

Mira-Bhayander recorded 13
deaths on Monday, taking its toll
to 109. Malegaon recorded eight
and Pune nine deaths, taking the
overall toll 77 and 526, respec-
tively. So far, the state has tested
7.87 lakh people, with 17.2 per
centtesting positive.

COUSINS DIE WHILE TAKING UNCLE’S BODY FOR CREMATION

Wearing PPEs in heat, they pushed ambulance
along river bank, fell unconscious, say kin

ONTHE way to cremate their un-
cle who died after testing posi-
tive for Covid-19, two cousins
suffered scorching heat inside
PPE Kkits for hours, pushed an
ambulance across a river bank
and fell unconscious while offi-
cials refused to help for fear of
contracting the virus, relatives
have alleged.

Vimal Zadoo (43) and Vipan
Zadoo (30) died on the banks
of the Tawi near SidhraonJune 18.
Both tested negative for Covid-19.

Jammu District Magistrate
Sushma Chauhan ordered a mag-
isterialinquiryand announced ex-
gratiareliefof Rs 2lakh each to the
next of kin. Lieutenant Governor
G CMurmu onMonday approved
ex-gratiaof Rs 101akh each to the
nextof kin of both.

Meanwhile, a row erupted
over the deaths, with family
members and political parties ac-
cusing the UT administration of
not following Health Ministry
guidelines on handling the body
of acoronavirus patient.

Vimal and Vipan's uncle, who
had atravel history to Delhi, tested
positive lastWednesday and died
at Government Medical College
(GMC) Hospital in Jammu the
same day. Following a call from a
revenue official, Vimal and Vipan
accompanied the deceased’s son
to the hospital nextmorning.
